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Using a Filter
They control the contrast of the print!

Filters can make your photograph perfect.

It creates the best blacks and the whitest whites.

They rang in number from 0-5 with half steps on between.
Each enlarger should be fitted with an enlarger slot or holder.
How does your negative look?

Overexposed
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Thick or over exposed negative - Loses information in the highlights and gains contrast.
High Numbers are overexposed…. 3.5-5

Underexposed Negatives

Thin or under exposed negative - lacks adequate contrast
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Lower numbers work best on underexposed…0-3

Make sure you label your print at the end!
