II. First Body Paragraph: (DESCRIBE it: What kinds of things do you see?  What is going on in the work? 

        Describe the lines, shapes, forms, textures, colors, values, space, etc.) at least 4-5 sentences
III. Second Body Paragraph: (ANALYZE it: What contrasts did you see?  How is the work balanced? 

       What unifies the work?  Did you see a focal point?  If so, how was it emphasized? etc.) at least 

4-5 sentences
IV. Conclusion: (Restate the Thesis – “When looking at Cindy Sherman’s Untitled film still #23, I was   

       attracted to her use of value and shape”) and restate one main point from each of the body 
       paragraphs) at least 3-4 sentences
Your essay will be worth a total of 50 points – 10 points for each paragraph.   Each paragraph will be assessed on its accuracy of information and completeness of response.   The remaining 10 points will be for mechanics – spelling, grammar, and punctuation.    You do not have to type your essay, however if your handwriting is difficult to read, please type it.  Please include your “Describe it/Analyze it” packet with your essay.
